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Given [this broader description of what we learn]
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I think an effective way to deal with the problems of overtourism would be to limit the number of
visitors at popular sightseeing spots by promoting off-season travel. This can be done by
introducing an attractive pricing system which would encourage travelers to travel to Japan during
the inactive period. Also, the government can enforce strict regulations, like imposing fines, on

irresponsible behavior to raise awareness among tourists. (68 words)

In Japan, we should introduce reservation systems to various sightseeing spots. Through
advance bookings, it is important to disperse people because it helps prevent overcrowding in one
place. By ensuring a more comfortable experience for both tourists and locals, we can build a
harmonious relationship. We should also promote visits to Japan during less crowded seasons
through, for example, social media. For example, this can help reduce the congestion in the famous

cherry blossom spots in the high season. (79 words)
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And, such a well-developed line of reasoning also constitutes the breeding ground in which

stereotypes have accumulated over time.

1 2 That is to say, a quick response to someone’s argument or criticism is praised as a successful
“rebuttal”, and if they don’t respond to it immediately, it is judged as “having been defeated” in the
debate.
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Although I don’t know what is wrong with failing to speak smoothly, it seems that this has

also been generally accepted.
